Scholarships

RUSA Grant

Under RUSA 2. a sum of Rs. 2, 00,000,000-(Two Crore only ) grant was sanctioned to this college
and 1% installment of Rs. 1,00,000/- ( One Crore) was received from RUSA under” RUSA Infrastructure
Grant” for the Infrastructure Development of the College in the year 2018-19. Out of this an amount Rs.
10, 11,658/ was utilized during this session. An amount of 4, 15,925/ was used for renovation of girls’
hostel and Rs. 1, 77,020/ were spent on procuring musical instruments. The remaining amount was utilized




for acquiring a bio-digester machine, Microscopy USB camera, contact —less hand sanitizer dispenser and
software for library automation along with some other articles of utility.

Library
